      2012 Scholarship Guidelines 
	purpose

	The purpose of the TE&OSC Scholarship Awards Program is to acknowledge outstanding eligible military dependents and spouses, both academically and vocationally oriented, in the form of financial assistance for study in the field of their choice.

	eligibility

	1. Each applicant must be a legal dependent child or spouse of a military sponsor.  The active duty or reserve military sponsor must be   
    assigned to perform active or reserve duty at Travis AFB.  In cases where the military sponsor is retired or deceased, the applicant must 
    reside within 100 miles of Travis.

	2. Each applicant must demonstrate academic excellence.  Graduating High School Senior applicants must demonstrate difficulty of 
    course work with a GPA of 3.0 or above (2.0 or above for vocational/community college applicants) based on a 4.0 scale and be intent 
    upon continuing their educations.  Dependent/Spouse applicants must provide proof either through course work GPA (High School or 
    College) or GED certificate.

	3. Applicants who accept full university scholarships or grants, appointments to military academies, a four-year ROTC program scholarship, 
    or another military spouses’ club scholarship will not be eligible to receive a TE&OSC Scholarship Award. Additionally, prior recipients of 
    the TE&OSC Scholarship Award must wait a full calendar year (365 days) from the last award date to reapply for another scholarship.





	4. Awards are paid directly to the school in which the winner enrolls, upon receipt of the Registration Verification Form.  Paperwork must be 
    submitted by the ensuing school by October 31, 2012.  If the paperwork is not received by this deadline, the scholarship will be null and 
    void.  The award money may be used for tuition, books, or educational fees and must be used in the 2012-2013 academic year.  Money 
    not used in this manner, must be returned before the end of that school year to the TE&OSC.  If the student does not complete at least 
    one term of school, for any reason other than hardship (to be determined by the TE&OSC Scholarship Committee), he/she will return the 
    full amount of the TE&OSC award within 60 days of withdrawal.

	1. Completed TE&OSC 2012 Scholarship Application, indicating which scholarship the applicant is applying for.      

	2. All documentation of education: official High School Transcript (signature required for High School Seniors), copy of GED, and College
   Transcripts of completed work.      

	3. In the movie, “The Bucket List,”  Jack Nicholson and Morgan Freeman portray two men who set off on a quest instigated by their desire 
    to accomplish certain goals before they die. These goals become their “Bucket List.”  In a typed, double-spaced essay of 500 -1000
    words describe the Top 3 items on your “Bucket List” and share how an education will help you achieve those goals.    

	4. Resume: List of Employment, Community Involvement, Activities, Awards, Honors, and Special Recognition.  Include activity, number of
    years/times, number of hours involved per month, and any other relevant information.  E.g. Receptionist, 6 years, 160 hours/month;
    Sunday School Teacher for 3rd grade, 3 years, 10 hours/month; Employee of the Month, ABC Company, March 2003.

	5. Two Letters of Recommendation from professionals who know you well: employer, teacher, coach, or spiritual leader.  Letters must be
    written by an adult and cannot be written by a relative of the applicant.

	6. Copy of Front and Back of Dependent’s Military Identification Card. 

	7. Name must be on top of each form included in your application package.

	All application packages will be judged on a non-discriminatory basis without regard to age, race, religion, color, national origin, disability, ethnic group or gender.  Please do not include photos with your application package.

	All packages must contain the above information/items, completed in full, and POST MARKED no later than March 9, 2012.
